Resolution # 327

On the Registration Procedure of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations at the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors
For the purpose of identical use of Ukrainian election legislation during the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors (Articles 57, 59 of the relevant Law) and in compliance with Articles 11 – 13, 17 (paragraphs 4,10), 21 (paragraphs 2,9) of the Ukrainian Law "On the Central Election Commission", the Commission resolves the following: 

1. To approve the Registration Procedure of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations at the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors (Annex 1). 

2. To approve the application form of a person to be registered as an official observer from foreign state and an international organization at the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors (Annex 2). 

3. To approve the application form of a person to be registered as an official observer from a Ukrainian non-governmental organization at the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors (Annex 3). 

4. The Central Election Commission Resolution # 23 of 8 May 2008 shall be declared invalid.

5. This Resolution shall be sent to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine, the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine, the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine, the Administration of the State Border Service of Ukraine, the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council of Ministers, regional Kyiv and Sevastopol city state administrations.

Annex 1

THE REGISTRATION PROCEDURE
of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations at the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors

This Procedure is prepared under the provisions of the Ukrainian Law “On the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors”. 

1. General Provisions
1.1. Activities of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations at the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors (hereinafter “local election”) are regulated by the Ukrainian Law “On the election of deputies to the Autonomous Republic of Crimea Supreme Council, local councils and village, town and city mayors” (hereinafter “the Law”), generally recognized principles and standards of international law with regard to arranging and managing the election.    
1.2. An official observer from a Ukrainian non-governmental organization, a foreign state or international organization at the local election is a person proposed to be registered as an official observer at the local election by the relevant Ukrainian non-governmental organization, foreign state or international organization and in fact registered by the Central Election Commission in accordance with the law.  
1.3. Official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations exercise their authority in Ukraine.
1.4. Official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations registered in accordance with the law, may monitor the election process. 
1.5. The authority of official observers shall commence on the day following the day of registration by the Central Election Commission and terminate after local election commissions release results of the local election. 
1.6. The procedure of entry to the territory of Ukraine shall be defined by the Ukrainian Law “On the legal Status of Foreigners and Stateless Persons” as well as the relevant enactments of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.  

1.7. The documents which enable official observers to exercise their authority are certificates issued by the Central Election Commission in a form approved by the Commission Resolution # 319 of 20 August 2010. The certificate is valid upon showing the official observer’s ID.  

2. Registration of official observers from the Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations

2.1. Officials observers from foreign states, international organizations shall be registered by the Central Election Commission.  

2.2. The Central Election Commission shall make its decision on registration of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states and international organizations no later than 5 days before the Election Day. 
2.3. Proposals for registration of official observers from foreign states and international organizations shall be the subject of an appeal submitted directly to the Central Election Commission or through the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine by international organizations, foreign states’ diplomatic missions accredited in Ukraine no later than 10 days before the Election Day. 
2.4. The Appeal to the Commission signed by the head of the relevant international organization or foreign state’s diplomatic missions accredited in Ukraine shall state type, title and the date of local election to be observed and the list of individuals proposed for registration as official observers. The application form for each individual proposed for registration as official observer from foreign state, international organization (Annex 2) as well as the photocopy of ID pages with family name, name and a photo of the person on them shall be submitted along with the appeal.  
2.5. The international non-governmental organization shall also attach copies of constitutive documents (e.g. Charter etc.), which prove that electoral process and observation related issues are the part of organization’s statutory activities, as well as certified copy of the document proving the international status of such organization.  

2.6. The Ukrainian citizens shall not be registered as official observers from foreign states or international organizations. 

The Ukrainian citizens or foreigners or stateless persons, who have a good command of Ukrainian, may accompany registered official observers from foreign states and international organizations (no more than one person for one official observer) at the polling stations and during the sessions of election commissions exclusively on purpose of interpretation.
2.7. When crossing the state border of Ukraine individuals proposed for registration as official observers from foreign states and international organizations shall comply with relevant requirements of Ukrainian legislation and international treaties.   

2.8. The election can be observed by Ukrainian non-governmental organizations registered in compliance with Ukrainian legislation no less than 365 days before the Election Day and those having electoral process and observation related issues as the part of their statutory activities.   

2.9. The application for registration of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organization signed by its head and sealed shall be submitted to the Central Election Commission along with a copy of its Charter certified at the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine no later than 10 days before the Election Day.    
2.10. The application form for each individual proposed for registration as official observer from Ukrainian non-governmental organization (Annex 3 in Ukrainian) as well as the photocopy of ID pages with family name, name and a photo of the person on them shall be submitted along with the application.  
2.11. In case of mismatch between personal data of individuals proposed for registration as official observers, which is specified in the appeal or application, and in application forms and/or in ID copies the Central Election Commission may return the whole package of mentioned documents for revision and correction. In this case the submission date of appeal or application for official observers’ registration shall be deemed the date when correct data is submitted (within the period defined by the election law).     
3. Responsibilities for violation of the electoral legislation and rights of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states, international organizations
3.1. The Central election Commission may cease authority of an official observer from a Ukrainian non-governmental organization, foreign state or an international organization   in case if he/she violates the Ukrainian laws. A motivated decision shall be made in order to cease authority of an official observer.   
3.2. Persons who violate the rights of official observers from Ukrainian non-governmental organizations, foreign states, international organizations, bear responsibility according to the laws of Ukraine.
